Dear Parents/Guardians and Students,

We are excited to welcome you back on the school premises for the new academic year 2020-2021 on
September 1st. We look forward to cooperating with you to attain the best learning experience.

On the first day of school, students will be distributed to their assigned classes. After that, with ensuring
a safe distance between students, some outdoor engaging activities will be held to guarantee a bright,
hopeful beginning. Informative sessions about personal hygiene will be held by the counsellor to raise
the level of awareness, followed by school expectations by the form tutors.

Since the students' high-quality education is our utmost priority, and to get them ready for this new
beginning, revision sessions will be held during the first week to prepare our students' minds before
resuming with the syllabus. Moreover, evaluation sessions will be conducted for the main subjects:
English, Math and Arabic during the first week. The objective of which is to help the instructors assess
and plan lessons to meet the needs of learners.

To ensure a smooth beginning, you are kindly asked to adhere to the usual school timing, 7:30- 2:45. As
for Section One, Grades 1, 2 and 3, from 7:30 - 1:45, noting that there will be a waiting hour till 2:45.

« The school premises are thoroughly
disinfected. Facilities such as
playgrounds, labs, Cafeteria, classrooms,
toilets will be regularly sanitized during
breaks and at the end of each day. Also,
sanitary stations will be set across the school.

« Face masks use is a must on school premises
and will be observed by all teachers.

« All workers should download the "Aman" app
In the school.

« Safety markings will be on the floors of the corridors and
hallways to guide students regarding the proper distance.

« The morning assembly will take place in classrooms. Students will be ushered to their
classes maintaining the safe distance.

« Any student suspected to have COVID-19 symptoms or simply high fever will be sent to
a designated isolation room. The school doctor is the only one permitted to enter the
room and the parents will be contacted.



School’s Role
Getting Ready for School




- Parents dropping off their children in the morning must
adhere to a strict “drop and go” procedure to limit
contamination by avoiding entering the school and
having social interactions.

- Duty teachers will ensure the safety of our students
once they enter the school premises by escorting,
monitoring and guiding students safely to their classes.

- Daily temperature readings will be taken for students
before they enter the school premises.



- KG and High-school students will enter from the KG gate each in a
specific line. The two lines will guide the students to their sections
safely without any fear of interaction.

- Nursery students will enter through the church gate.
- Section 1, Grades 1, 2 and 3, will enter from gate 5.

- Sections 2 and 3 will enter through gate 2. This gate will have the
majority of students, hence it will have extra supervision and control
by duty teachers and supervisors.

- Families with children in different sections who prefer to use one
entry gate must continue to use the same gate throughout the year in
order for duty teachers to become familiar with the children during the
morning temperature taking measures.




- All parents who come to pick up their young children from the
designated waiting areas will have their temperatures taken,
then enter in small dispersed groups.

- KG and Section 1 parents will enter through gate 5.

- Sections 2, 3 and 4 parents will enter through gate 2 and pick
up their children from the playground.

- All parents are expected to enter with a face mask and gloves
on.

- All parents must adhere to a 5 minute pick up procedure
avolding any social interactions.




- Bus Services will be provided on a first-come, first-
served basis determined by the level of demand as buses
will operate with a 75% capacity.

Bus Services

- Our buses are thoroughly disinfected and cleaned. They
will be regularly disinfected before and after each bus
ride.

- Bus chaperones will take students' temperatures before
getting on the bus.

- Drivers and bus chaperones will all be wearing face
NENE

during rides. Their temperatures will be taken every
morning.

- Students are requested not to change their seats during
bus rides and adhere to social distancing.

- Bus windows will be left open to ensure proper
ventilation during the ride.



Classrooms

- Classrooms, windows and doors will be
left open to ensure proper ventilation.

- Hygiene and health information sessions
will be conducted continuously for
students and staff members.

- Student seating is planned to guarantee
a safe physical distance.

- Teachers will ensure that students
follow safety procedures during lessons.

- Students will be permitted to use bathrooms
during lesson times rather than waiting until the
break to minimize crowding.

- Staff supervision will be in place on corridors
during lessons to ensure students follow
appropriate requirements whilst upon corridors
as well as to maintain safe numbers using the
washrooms at one time.

- Classrooms will be disinfected and cleaned
during breaks and at the end of each day.

- Teachers with the help of the school counselor
will continuously check on students’ mental
well-being. Mindfulness sessions will take place
regularly.



- The first break will be indoors so students can eat their lunch.
- In accordance with the regulations of the Ministry of
Education, the school cafeteria will not be serving lunch.

Sealed water bottles and refreshments will be available I.I.I
only.

- The cash register will be present at the entrance of
the Cafeteria as students will not have access inside the
Cafeteria.

- Teachers will monitor and control the interactions and
safe distances between students.

- Since different sections go on break at different times, our students will be able to enjoy
break time with enough space and distance to be safe.

- Going back to the classrooms after break will be done in small groups through different
gates to maintain the safe distance.




The school will provide support
resources to compensate for missed
classes for students who are absent
due to health reasons.

Absent Students and Meetings

In the case of an urgent issue requiring a
parent-teacher meeting, all meetings will
be conducted via phone call or Zoom
unless it is deemed essential to have a
meeting in person. Mindful of teachers’
Increased workload, parents are
expected to confirm the teacher meeting
at least 24 hours in advance via email.




Parents and Guardians are essential partners in ensuring
the safety of our students. Please make sure to:

- Be good role models by keeping social distance, wearing
face masks, sanitizing and washing hands frequently as
well as being calm and maintaining a positive disposition.
- Make sure you have a regular hygienic routine at home
as it will make the transition to school a lot easier.

- Take your children's temperature every mornlng before
coming to school. If it was abouve ust
stay home.

Parents' Role

- Make sure that your children have the necessary hygienic articles; tissues, face mask,
alcohol-based sanitizers, and the necessary stationery to avoid borrowing.

- Train your children to always wear face masks, keep social distancing, avoid touching their
faces and always sanitize their things after using them.

- Please remind your children to hydrate appropriately and make sure they always have a
water bottle.

- Make sure they bring a healthy and nutritious meal and enough water to minimize chances
of contamination. The school Cafeteria will not be operating in its full performance level.

- Always check in with your children's emotions and mental wellbeing and be patient with
them. Spend some quality time with your children after each school day to maintain a
healthy and positive attitude towards the changes that are happening.

- When students come back home, please remind them to take off their shoes at a
designated place at the door and to help them disinfect and sanitize their bags and
lunchboxes.

Therefore,
parents need to check the
announcements on Edunation, for
the National and IG programmes,
and Managebac, for the MYP ®
programme, on a daily basis. All

programmes will conduct their online \
lessons through the Google
Classroom online platform.




Working Hours

In the case of distance learning, working
hours will not change. Teachers will start
their lessons at 8:00 a.m. and end the
school day by 3:00 p.m. Therefore,
students/parents are encouraged to
communicate with teachers during working
hours through the Edunation platform only.
